MINUTES NO 5 OF THE PARENTS / TEACHERS FORUM

The meeting was held on Saturday 6th March, 2010. The meeting started with an opening prayer by Miss chinwe Alaegbu at 10 : 05 am.

Attendance: 29 parents and 19 staff were present at the meeting.
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READING AND ADOPTION OF MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING: The minutes of the last meeting was read by Miss Christina Arua. In the absence of any amendments, Mrs. Adesina moved the motion for adoption and it was seconded by Miss Oluwatoyosi Jolaoso.
Mrs. Alabi said the minutes was too long and should be shorter in future. Mr. Ewumi was however of the view that the minutes should still be as detailed. He said he was not at the last meeting but because the minutes was very detailed, he has a good understanding of what happened at the meeting. Mrs Ewulotan however suggested that the minutes should still be detailed, however, it should be sent to parents before the meeting so that they can read and note any issues they have. At the meeting, the detailed minutes would no longer be read, only bullet points from the meeting would be taken. The house all accepted this suggestion.

MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES:
Introduction of the Head Teacher: Mrs. Fakorede introduced Mrs. Okene to the house and she was welcomed by all. Mrs. Fakorede also informed the house that matron is still around and not relocating yet.

Jolly Phonics: Mrs. Fakorede said that some parents were still confused about the Jolly Phonics (from the last Open Day). She said that parents who need to be educated on the program should drop their names with the school secretary and if they were up to 5 or more people, then the school will organise a session to take them through (this will be on a week-day). However, if they are not many, then the individual class teachers will just take the concerned parents. (This applies only to the children downstairs). 
Late payment of fees: Mrs. Fakorede informed the house that there is an improvement in the payment of school fees downstairs but that parents of children upstairs were now the major fee defaulters. The monthly payments are supposed to be made in advance but there is a grace period till the 10th of the month. A lot of parents were now defaulting. Mrs. Fakorede appealed to them to please pay promptly and not take the school’s kindness for granted.
Swimming: The Swimming program has commenced and it was restricted to just the children downstairs. Children can therefore only join the swimming lesson when they get to the Reception class.
INTRODUCTION OF THE PRIMARY CLASS: Mrs. Fakorede said that by September  2010, the school would be starting Primary One. She said the school would advertise more this year and also appealed to parents to help tell their friends and colleagues. Mrs. Ewulotan also wanted to know more about the expansion plans and Mrs. Fakorede said there were concrete plans in place to get a permanent structure as soon as possible.
LEARNING OF FRENCH LANGUAGE: Mrs. Adesina asked when the children would be taught French language and Mrs. Fakorede said it would start in Primary One.

PRESENTATION ON BALANCED DIET: Mrs. Fakorede introduced Mrs. Foluso Babalola, a nutrition and health consultant. Mrs. Foluso Babalola gave a background introduction to balanced diet and talked about the nutrition fact sheet for Nigeria, importance of food, why a balanced diet is essential for children under 5 and how much food is good for children. She also talked about the 3 food groups, drinks, causes of poor eating, tips to develop healthy food habits in children’s diet and snacking.
SECOND TERM VACATION: The head teacher addressed the parents on the 2nd term vacation. She said during the holiday, the school would be open. Parents who have no where to put their children can bring them to school.

However parents of some children who are a bit challenged academically will be advised to bring such children to school so that they can be fully concentrated upon during the period. The fee for the 3 week period is =N=10,000.00.
ATTENDANCE TO OPEN DAY/PARENTS TEACHERS FORUMS: Mrs. Fakorede appealed to parents that they should not send drivers, house helps etc, who can neither speak nor understand English language to attend the Parents Teachers Forum or Open Day. In future, such people will be sent back.

CLOSING/ADJOURNMENT: In the absence of any other issue; Mrs. Alatise closed the meeting at 12: 27pm with a prayer.
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
